I am writing this week from Ed-
mond, Oklahoma.  We are at Camp 
Genesis.  Wow!  What a good start to 
our week.  Our theme for the week is 
“Soapbox.”  The thought is taken from 
1 Corinthians 15. 

"For what I received I passed on to 
you as of first importance: that Christ 
died for our sins according to the 
Scriptures, that he was buried, that he 
was raised on the third 
day according to the 
Scriptures, and that he 
appeared to Peter, and 
then to the Twelve." (1 
Corinthians 15:3-5, NIV) 

Our first two daily 
themes dealt with priori-
ties and devotion. 

Paul said that he 
passed on as “first impor-
tance” the gospel mes-
sage of Jesus’ death, bur-
ial and resurrection.  This was his pri-
ority.  Although Paul had taught the 
Corinthians many things, nothing was 
more important than this message. 

It is that same sense of priority that 
we should have for the message of 
Christ.  Yet, that priority is not only 
about a message we preach.  It has to 
do with a life that we live.  It has to do 
with a relationship that we choose to 
pursue with God. 

What are our priorities?  Do we set 
goals?  Do we pursue the most impor-
tant things with the most energy? 

If we truly understand the gospel 
message it gives us new priorities.  It 
dictates how we live our lives.  Not by 
the system of law.  Rather, it controls 
our actions by revolutionizing our 
lives.  God’s priorities become our 
own.  We understand the extravagance 
of God on our behalf.  We see the in-
expressible gift from God and we are 
changed. 

Having priorities in our lives is 
another way of describing our mindset.  
Our priorities are the mental pegs from 
which we hang our lives. 

It isn’t hard to know what some-

one’s priorities are if you look.  It is 
evidenced by the choices that they 
make. 

That really takes us to our second 
daily theme of devotion.  My thesaurus 
lists words like loyalty, dedication and 
commitment as synonyms for devo-
tion. 

Perhaps that is the next step or the 
logical progression of having new pri-

orities.  I will be de-
voted to those things 
that I hold as a priority. 
Maybe we could look at 
devotion as the litmus 
test for our priorities.  
What is it that I have 
devoted myself to? 
It is possible for us to 
think that we have the 
right priorities and yet 
see that our lives are 
devoted to other things.  

What is it that receives most of my 
attention?  What is it that I spend 
money on? 

We can be deceived into thinking 
that we have godly priorities and then 
see that we have devoted our lives to 
other things.  We need to be devoted to 
God.  We will if we truly have set it as 
a priority. 

Well, it sounds like I am on my 
soapbox. 

We generally talk about what is 
important to us.  Have you told some-
one about the gospel lately?  Are Jesus 
and his story the priorities of our lives?  
Are we devoted to God because of 
what he has done for us on the cross? 

A soapbox was something people 
once stood on to tell what they felt was 
important.  It allowed them to be seen 
and heard.  You didn’t get on your 
soapbox unless you had a message – 
unless you had something to say. 

We have something to say.  There 
is no message more important.  When 
will we get on our soapbox?  We will 
do it when the gospel is the priority in 
our lives and we have chosen to devote 
our lives to God in response.  Russell
