HOW’S YOUR “EYESIGHT” ? 
     "The eye is the lamp of the 
body. If your eyes are good, your 
whole body will be full of light. But 
if your eyes are bad, your whole 
body will be full of darkness”. Matt 
6:22f 
     A ‘good eye’ in the Greek is 
much richer in meaning.  The 
word haplous means a ‘simple 
eye’ ‘a clear’ or my favorite is ‘a 
single eye’.  In the classical 
Greek, it is used figuratively to 
denote the simplicity of the mind's 
eye, singleness of purpose, look-
ing  right at its object, as opposed 
to having two ends in view.  
     Soloman writes: Let your eyes 
look straight ahead, fix your gaze 
directly before you. Make level 
paths for your feet and take only 
ways that are firm. Do not swerve 
to the right or the left, keep your 
foot from evil. Prov. 4:25f 
     Jeremiah writes: Stand at the 
crossroads and look, ask for the 
ancient paths, ask where the 
good way is, and walk in it, and 
you will find rest for your souls. 
Jer. 6:16 
     Did you know that the leper 
frog possesses unique visual 
powers which help them to elude 
their enemy? Their optical field of 
perception is like a school black-
board, wiped clean. The only im-
ages it receives are objects that 
directly concern them, such as the 
frogs natural enemies or the food 
he needs for survival. 
     These little creatures are never 
distracted by unimportant things, 
they are only concerned with two 
things. They are only aware of the 
essentials like food and what may 
be dangerous to them. That’s it! 
      
 

 
So, it is in the Christian experi-
ence.  We too can become dis-
tracted by non essentials.   We 
can become so preoccupied with 
the vain things of this world like 
our own limits of who we will as-
sociate with or we can become 
preoccupied with our own petti-
ness and become distracted by 
petty things that chew up our 
time, talent, and treasure. 
      What happens is we begin to 
develop a distorted perception of 
what is essential and we start to 
lose our spiritual perspective. 
     We need to stop flooding our 
minds with earthly concerns and 
start flooding our minds with spiri-
tual concerns. We need to be like 
the frog who is only aware and 
concerned for the essentials in 
life. 
     If we started concentrating 
more on the spiritual side of life, I 
guarantee you that our minds will 
be much purer in the sight of God. 
     I am very grateful that Jesus 
did not allow his last week on 
earth to be distracted by humans. 
He knew why he was here.  Luke 
records these words: As the time 
approached for him to be taken 
up to heaven, Jesus resolutely set 
out for Jerusalem. Luke 9:51   
     Jesus was focused  on dying 
for the sins of the whole world. 
So let me ask you again, how is 
your eyesight? 
May we all fix our eyes on Jesus, 
the author and perfecter of our 
faith, who for the joy set before 
him endured the cross, scorning 
its shame, and sat down at the 
right hand of the throne of God.
