James reminds us, not to
criticize and speak evil about each
other, if we do, we will be fighting
against God's law of loving one another.
James 4:11 TLB This week, as we
strive to maintain and keep the unity of
the spirit, let’s not Gossip, or listen to
gossip .

Before your feet hit the floor in the
morning, decide not to listen to any
gossip, or whisper any gossip, either by
phone, e-mail, mail, internet, or mouth.
A word out of your mouth may seem of
no account, but it can accomplish nearly
anything, including destroying others. It
only takes a spark, to set off a forest
fire.

A careless or wrongly placed word
out of your mouth can turn harmony to
chaos, unity into disunity, throw mud on
a reputation. With our tongues we bless
God our Father, and ironically when we
get out of services Sunday morning,
with the same tongues we curse the
man or women who cut in front of us on
the road. Satan loves to use the power
of the tongue as a tool for his purposes.
The tongue has the power of life and
death. Prov 18:21

For whatever reason, their seems to
be a seductive pull in wanting to get the
Scoop on a person, or sharing the scoop
on someone else, to others. The words
of a gossip are like choice morsels, they
go down to a man's inmost parts. Prov
26:22 Listening to gossip is like eating
cheap candy, do you want junk like that
in your belly? The problem with a
whisperer is that they relay information
to others when they are neither part of
the problem nor part of the solution.

In order to maintain and keep the
unity of the spirit, we must refuse to lis-
ten to or whisper gossip. If Satan can
get a person to just whisper a few mor-

sels of gossip, then the next thing you
know, close friends are separated.

Prov .16:28 Solomon writes: don't tell
your secrets to a gossip unless you
want them broadcast to the world.

Prov. 20:19 Don't be fooled, others
who have gossiped to you will also whis-
per about you. {Tony} A gossip betrays
a confidence, so avoid a man who talks
too much. Prov 20:19

consider what Will Durant once said.
Our nation will be destroyed not from
outside forces, but from within. | believe
that is true with the church today. The
7 churches in Asia withstood tremen-
dous persecution from outside evil
forces in the first century.

Therefore let us keep the Festival, not
with the old yeast, the yeast of malice
and wickedness, but with bread without
yeast, the bread of sincerity and truth.
