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RESTORING BROKEN  
FELLOWSHIP GODS WAY 

First Principle 
     Trust in the LORD with all your 
heart and lean not on your own under-
standing; in all your ways acknowl-
edge him, and he will  make your paths 
straight.   Do not be wise in your own 
eyes.  Prov 3:5-7a I said last week that 
God gave us the wonderful ministry of 
reconciliation.  2 Cor 5:18  We get to 
work with God in the beautiful , peace-
making process of restoring  broken 
fellowship with warring parties.  I said 
that one of the great blessings of being 
in Christ, is to be able to share the 
message of reconciliation with those 
who are in a state of broken fellow-
ship with God, because of sin.  Isa.  
59:1-2  
     Today I want to share with the first 
biblical principle to restoring broken 
fellowship between saints.  Here it is: 

Present your case to God  first. 
     Always take your differences about 
another person, to God first.  If you 
would make the effort to take the mat-
ter to the Lord first instead of whisper-
ing it to family, friends or neighbors, 
you will discover that the Lord will do 
three things when you pray.  He will 
either change the other person, change 
you, or change the situation.  Many 
conflicts would be avoided if we could 
just learn to direct our tongues toward 
God first.  One of the reasons why 
King David was considered a man af-
ter Gods own heart, was he consis-
tently took matters about others to God 
first.  David understood that in order to 
have a healthy relationship with peo-
ple, he had to have a healthy vertical 
relationship with his creator.  Only 
God can do the seemingly impossible.  
He understood that Only God could  
restore a broken fellowship with an-
other person.  God wants you to tell 
him exactly how you feel by casting all 
your anxiety on him.  Why? Because 
he cares for you.  1 Peter 5:7 

     The psalmist writes: Praise be to the 
Lord, to God our Savior, who daily 
bears our burdens. Ps 68:19  I assure 
you that God will not be surprised by 
any pain, hurt or emotion you may be 
experiencing right now.  Remember 
that he himself has been through suf-
fering and temptation, he knows what 
it is like when we suffer and are 
tempted, and he is wonderfully able to 
help us. Heb 2:18  TLB Most of “our 
differences” start when we don’t get 
our way, or when you have a specific 
need that is not being met.  Only God 
can meet all your needs.  Phil 4:19.  
Whenever we choose to plug into any-
one or anything else, we are setting 
ourselves up for disappoint and disillu-
sion.  James will ask, what causes 
fights and quarrels among you? Don't 
they come from your desires that battle 
within you?  You want something but 
don't get it. You kill and covet, but you 
cannot have what you want. So you 
quarrel and fight.  James goes on to 
say that the reason you do not have, is 
because you do not ask God. 
     So starting today, Instead of taking 
your differences to family, friends and 
neighbors first, take it to God first.  
Why look for a human solution to ad-
dress a Spiritual matter? 
     Restoring broken fellowship will 
require the unlimited power of God 
working in your life, not the limited 
power of opinion or advice.  If we will 
first trust the Lord completely and put 
God first, he will  direct you, and crown 
your efforts with success.  May God 
help all of us this week, to keep our 
hearts and minds focused on what’s 
really important to God.  Loving one 
another and seeking and saving the 
lost.  Luke 19:10  So, this week why 
not ‘present your case to God, first.’
