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RESTORING BROKEN FELLOW-
SHIP GODS WAY 

 
Fourth Principle 

Two weeks ago I shared with you the 
third biblical principle to restoring bro-
ken fellowship.  I said that we are to 
remember to empathize with their feel-
ings instead of emphasizing the facts.  
James 1:19 says every-one should be 
quick to listen, slow to speak.  Before 
you go and try to offer your solution, 
just look and listen to peoples feelings 
first.  Today I want to share the fourth 
principle in restoring broken fellow-
ship. 

*Endeavor to admit your part of the 
conflict.*   
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“This noble endeavor starts with 
“examining ourselves first.”  

Lam 3:40 
Let us examine ourselves instead, and 
let us repent and turn again to the Lord.  
TLB 
The apostle Paul will challenge the 
Corinthian brethren to give themselves 
a heart to heart check to see if they are 
really Christians.  A true child of God 
will be more than willing to admit or 
forgive an offense they have done, or 
the other person has done to them.  For-
giveness is not conditional, there is no 
such thing as I will forgive you  “if”  
you do this or “if ” you do that.  Jesus 
says you will forgive if you want to be 
forgiven. 
    We must be willing to admit our part 
of the conflict.  God will not let us into 
his heaven kicking and screaming, be-
cause we are unwilling to admit any 
fault.  God is not pleased with brethren 
who walk around with a stiff upper lip 
attitude towards others who don’t think 
like they do, look like they do, act like 
they do, or talk like they do.  Jesus says 
if you really want to see clearly then 

you have to do some… 
“Log Extracting.” 

Luke 6:41 
And why quibble about the speck in 
someone else's eye-his little fault --
when a board is in your own?  How can 
you think of saying to him, 'Brother, let 
me help you get rid of that speck in 
your eye,' when you can't see past the 
board in yours? Hypocrite! First get rid 
of the board, and then perhaps you can 
see well enough to deal with his speck!

Brethren, it is so easy to see a smudge 
on your neighbor's face and be oblivi-
ous to the ugly sneer on your own.  Do 
you have the nerve to say, 'Let me wash 
your face for you,' when your own face 
is distorted by contempt? It's this I-
know-better-than-you mentality again, 
playing a holier-than-thou part instead 
of just living your own part.  Wipe that 
ugly sneer off your own face and you 
might be fit to offer a washcloth to your 
neighbor.  We are not to make any ex-
cuses or put the blame on any one else.   
Just fess up and admit your part of the 
conflict.   1 John 1:8 says if we claim 
to be without sin, we deceive ourselves 
and the truth is not in us.  If we confess 
our sins, he is faithful and just and will 
forgive us our sins and purify us from 
all unrighteousness.  If we claim we 
have not sinned, we make him out to be 
a liar and his word has no place in our 
lives.  Mark 11:25 says and when you 
stand praying, if you hold anything 
against anyone, forgive him, so that 
your Father in heaven may forgive you 
your sins." God wants us to take re-
sponsibility for our faults by admitting 
our mistakes and then asking God to 
forgive us.   Why not allow Jesus to set 
you free from the worst prison in the 
world, “the prison of unforgiveness”.  
May God bless each of us this week in 
our endeavor to restore broken fellow-
ship.  You can do that by being willing 
to admit your part of the conflict.
