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 RESTORING BROKEN FELLOW-
SHIP GODS WAY 

 
Sixth Principle 

 
Blessed are the peacemakers, for 
they will be called sons of God. 
Matt 5:9 
 
Last week I shared with you the fifth 
biblical principle for restoring bro-
ken fellowship.    I said that we are 
to Address the problem, not the per-
son.  I said that you cannot solve 
your conflicts if you’re obsessed 
with blaming the other person.  We 
must strive to keep our focus on the 
issues, instead of giving the other 
person a piece of your mind.  Today 
I want to mention a sixth principle in 
restoring broken fellowship. 
Strive to be a peacemaker, instead 

of a trouble maker.   
Before you confront your brother or 
sister, make up your mind that you 
are going to do everything humanly 
possible to get along.  Do not repay 

anyone evil for evil.  Be careful to do 
what is right in the eyes of every-
body.  If it is possible, as far as it 

depends on you, 
“live at peace with everyone.”  Rom 
12:17  A peacemaker knows that 
cultivating  a harvest of  peace 
comes at a high price.  It may cost 
you your pride or even some of your 
“Christian freedoms.”  Freedoms 
such as being right.  You can be right 
and still lose your brother or sister in 
the process.  For the cause of fellow-
ship be willing to put some of your 
“rightful freedoms” on the shelf for 
the sake of two things.  Love your 
brothers or sisters soul.  The apostle 
Paul is addressing the idea of clean 
and unclean foods in Rom 14.  Some 
of the Roman Christians he wrote 
too, believed that they had the free-
dom in Christ to eat foods that an-
other person considers unclean.  Paul 

says for the sake of love, unity and 
peace, put your “rightful freedom” 
on the shelf for the sake of not caus-
ing your brother or sister to fall.  Lis-
ten to what Paul says:  Therefore let 
us stop passing judgment on one an-
other. Instead, make up your mind 
not to put any stumbling block or 
obstacle in your brother's way.  As 
one who is in the Lord Jesus, I am 
fully convinced that no food is un-
clean in itself. But if anyone regards 
something as unclean, then for him it 
is unclean.  If your brother is dis-
tressed because of what you eat, you 
are no longer acting in love.  Do not 
by your eating destroy your brother 
for whom Christ died.  Rom 14:15 
 
Let us therefore make every effort to 
do what leads to peace and to mu-
tual edification.   Do not destroy the 
work of God for the sake of food. All 
food is clean, but it is wrong for a 
man to eat anything that causes 
someone else to stumble.   It is better 
not to eat meat or drink wine or to do 
{ anything else! } that will cause 
your brother to fall.   Rom 14:19 
Paul challenges all of us to have the 
same love, being one in spirit and 
purpose. To do nothing out of selfish 
ambition or vain conceit, but in hu-
mility consider others better than 
yourselves.  Each of us should look 
not only to our own interests, but 
also to the interests of others. Phil 
2:2

life, remember this week that it is the 
peacemakers & not the troublemak-
ers, who sow in peace who raise a 
harvest of righteousness.  James 
3:18-4:1
