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The Silver Trumpets 
 

The LORD said to Moses: "Make two 
trumpets of hammered silver, and use 
them for calling the community to-
gether and for having the camps set 
out. 

Num 10:1 
 
     If you have been keeping up with 
your Bible readings, you will have 
discovered that Numbers chapters nine 
through twelve are the readings for 
today.  As I began reading those chap-
ters I discovered that one of the pur-
poses of blowing the two silver trum-
pets was to remind the 2-3 million 
Israelites of God’s continued presence, 
protection, provision, and providence 
for their journey to the promise land.  
The Israelites traveled and camped as 
God guided them.    
     Today we are not guided by the 
blast of the silver trumpets.  We are 
guided by the clear blast of the Word 
of God. As I thought about God’s pro-
tection over them, I started to think 
about God’s protection over us and 
our own children. Just moments after I 
read those passages, my wife knocked 
on the door of my study room, which 
happens to be her clothes closet and 
she asked me to gather our children 
together to pray to God, for his contin-
ued presence, protection, provision, 
and providence for their first day back 
to school.    
     Those of us who are parents know 
the concerns we have in the back of 
our minds for them.  Our children are 
surrounded by a violent culture that is 
saturated with drugs, and alcohol.  
Plainview is plagued with inhalant 
abuse, teen pregnancy, and peer pres-
sure of all kinds, including the pres-
sure to perform.   
     Life is full of challenges and 
changes.  It seems like few things ever 
remain stable.  The Israelites were 
constantly moving through the desert.  
They were able to handle changes and 
challenges only because God’s pres-

ence in the mobile tabernacle was al-
ways with them.  It’s no coincidence 
that God’s tabernacle was placed in 
the center of the 12 tribes.  It was a 
visible reminder that He was to be 
“central” in every part of their lives.                           
Today, God wants all of us to make 
him the central part of our lives.  He 
wants to be our strength, our strong-
hold, our security, and the stabilizing 
force in our lives.  
     Stability does not mean lack of 
change or challenges.  But moving 
with God by faith in every circum-
stance. Faith comes by hearing and 
hearing by the words of Christ.  Rom 
10:17 When you follow God’s guid-
ance, you know you are where God 
wants you, whether you’re moving or 
staying in one place.  You are physi-
cally somewhere right now.  Instead of 
praying, God what do you want me to 
do next? Ask, God, what do you want 
me to do while I’m right here? Direc-
tion from God is not just for your next 
big move.   
     He has a purpose in placing you 
where you are right now.  Allow me to 
plant some seeds in your mind as to 
what you can do in his Kingdom right 
now.  Go and grab a visitation card of 
someone who needs a visit.  We have 
many who are lonely and depressed. 
You can send someone an encourage-
ment card, or visit someone in jail, or 
the nursing home, or the hospital.  
Invite a neighbor to church to hear the 
Word Of God. James the brother of 
Jesus says, do not merely listen to the 
word, and so deceive yourselves. Do 
what it says.  A person is blessed in 
what he does and not just what he 
hears. Religion that God our Father 
accepts as pure and faultless is this: to 
look after orphans and widows in their 
distress and to keep oneself from be-
ing polluted by the world. James 1:27 
This week allow the clear blast of the 
word of God to lead, feed, and protect 
your family as you begin a new school 
year.
