I mentioned last week that one of the 
keys to cultivating and nurturing bet-
ter relationships is to learn to see the 
world through each generational cul-
ture.   Understanding this process helps 
us realize why people of different gen-
erations have contrasting virtues and 
values.  For example, children coming 
of age in the 1930s experienced a world 
unlike those in the 1950s or 1990s.  
These different worlds produced gen-
erations who see life differently, and 
have a hard time understanding each 
other.  By Looking at the four genera-
tions living today we can see how 
events influence our virtues & values.  
Today I want to put the “spotlight” on 
the “Baby Boomer” generation.  They 
are coined the “Optimistic” Genera-
tion, that was born from 1946-1964.  
Let’s notice the Boomers list of seminal 
events that this generation experienced.
