One of my teachers and men-
tors once said, “If brotherly Love
is evidence of son ship, is de-
fined by God'’s love for us, is
evidence of fellowship with God,
is a means of providing assur-
ance in the Day of Judgment,
and is essential to loving God,
.then how dare we neglect this
most essential commandment
of God! The thing that is really
going to matter to God on the
last day is this: did you love me,
and did you love others? While
there are other commands of
our Lord that we must be care-
ful to obey. None is as impor-
tant to our spiritual life as this
command. The Apostle John
will challenge us with these
words in 1 John 4. Let us con-
tinue to love each other since
love comes from God. Every-
one who loves is born of God
and experiences a relationship
with God. “The person who
refuses to love doesn't know
the first thing about God”, be-
cause God is love--so you can't
know him if you don't love. This
is how God showed his love for
us: God sent his only Son into
the world so we might live
through him. This is the kind of
love we are talking about--not
that we once upon a time

loved God, “but that he loved
us” and sent his Son as a sacri-
fice to clear away our sins and

the damage they've done to our
relationship with God. Dear,
friends, if God loved us like this,
we certainly ought to love each
other. No one has ever seen
God. But if we love one an-
other, God dwells deeply within
us, and his love becomes com-
plete in us--perfect love! The
Apostle John goes on to say
that God is love . When we take
up permanent residence in a life
of love, we live in God and God
lives in us. This way, love has
the run of the house, becomes
at home and mature in us, so
that we are free of worry on
Judgment Day--our standing in
the world is identical with
Christ's. There is no room in
love for fear. Well-formed love
banishes fear. John say in the
N.L.V. that perfect love drives
our fear. Since fear is crippling,
a fearful life--fear of death, fear
of judgment--is one not yet fully
formed in love. John’s whole
point in this passage is this: If
anyone boasts, "l love God,"
and goes right on hating his
brother or sister, thinking noth-
ing of it, he is a liar. If he does
not love his brother who is right
there in front of him, how can he
love God whom he has never
seen? The command we have
from Christ is blunt: Loving God
includes loving people. You've
got to love both. You must love
not only God but your brothers
too!

This week may we all strive to
love our neighbor,
